With Ben Keyes, Th.D., Ph.D., Ed.D., LPC

Dr. Keyes is a full professor and Program Chair for the Masters in Counseling at
Regent University in Virginia. He also heads the Center for Trauma Studies and is
developing and training graduate students in First Response Trauma. The Trauma
Team plans to deploy to Africa over the next few years to teach and work with
trauma survivors. Over the years Dr. Keyes has worked extensively with
hospitalization programs, private practice, and has established himself as one of the
leading program innovators for partial hospitalization programs.

Dr. Keyes has developed a Christian model [H.E.A.R.T.] to work with clients who
have experienced sexual trauma. This model is consistent with the current
Dissociative Structural Model and with the guidelines for the treatment as
established by the International Society for the Study of Trauma and Dissociation
[ISSTD] and was presented by Dr. Keyes at their 26" annual conference in 2009.
